Arch building is a Procession tradition, but how far back does it go?
Newspaper reports from the early days of the Procession are available.

The first recorded arch is in the Falkirk Herald, 22" April 1852, (the
Procession was held in April until 1924). The arch is described as follows;

“Evergreens were abundantly provided for decorating the Academy. A
tasteful arch was thrown over the gate”.

In 1853 and 1854, the Falkirk Herald desribes an arch at the same location.

“Early in the morning the Academy gate was surrounded by a tasteful arch of
evergreens, interspersed with lilies, and other flowers of the season”. (1853)

“A graceful arch, variegated with holly and flowers of the season, was thrown
over the gate”. (1854)

The Falkirk Herald of 24t April 1856 describes the first street arches.

“Graceful arches, hung with tasteful garlands, were thrown across several of
the principal streets”.
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If several arches were erected in 1856, the tradition is already established. In
1903, Mr John Lawrie states “that he has supplied fir” to the Cochrane Street
arch for exactly 50 years, giving the year of 1853 for the first street arch. In
1857, there is another mention of street arches.

“A number of the, young men of the place commenced to erect arches of
evergreens in the various streets.”

Arches were erected at Gideon Street, High Street, Main Street, Hill Street,
Cochrane Street, Livery Street, Bridgend, Whitburn Road and South Bridge
Street.

From 1877 onwards, the West Lothian Courier contains detailed
descriptions of each arch and lists the builders. The builders experiment with
awide range of arch types, decorative styles and adornments. Until the First
World War, arch numbers were in double figures most years. Typically, there
would be 6 to 10 large triple span arches and additionally, smaller pavement
arches. The peak year for arch numbers was 1902, with 22 arches erected.

The number of arches declined after 1920, down to 3 or 4 per year. However,
decades of experience ensured that the quality of build remained exemplary.
A big factor in the decline was the concreting and tarring of roads and
pavements.

Since the first arch of 1852, at
least 636 arches have been
recorded, an impressive number!
Despite occasional setbacks when
no arches were erected, the
tradition has survived the massive
changes that 175 years of history
have wrought. Undoubtedly there
will be setbacks to come, but
Bathgate Bairns will ensure that
arches are a feature of the
Processions of the future!

CELEBRATING BATHGATE'S FOOTBALLING HISTORY

As we look forward to the 2026 World Cup Finals in the USA this Summer
with many cheering on our gallant Scottish Team | thought it might be of
interest to many of you Bathgate Bairns (native and adopted ) to read some
highlights of Bathgate's footballing heritage.

The first recorded football match was reported in the West Lothian Courier
in April 1879 when "the Bathgate Team" played a match at an unspecified
location but "victory fell to the strangers from Clarkston by four goals to
none".

Over the next decade football blossomed in Bathgate with several clubs
being formed - The Volunteers, Durhamtoun Rangers, Bathgate Athletic,
West Lothian Thistle and Bathgate Rovers - the last named being the most
successful defeating Falkirk in the 1891 /92 Scottish Cup.

In July 1893, in an attempt to pool limited resources, a Public Meeting was
called and from there Bathgate Football Club was formed - their ground (Mill
Park) was located between where Waverley Street and Cochrane Street
were later built, with the half way line interestingly almost exactly where
Marmion Road now stands. Maroon was chosen as the club colour and this
club lasted for over 40 years enjoying some success, climaxing in them
winning the 1908 Scottish Union League
. title. Incredibly, gates of over 5000
spectators were the norm with a record
attendance of 10000 in a match against
Falkirkin 1921.

Bathgate Football Club also played at
« Hampden Park in 1923 in front of a
crowd of over 60000 in a Scottish
Cup Tie with the Bathgate players
., being presented to the Duke of York
% (the future King George VI father of
~ Queen Elizabeth ) George VI had, of
course, a Bathgate street named in
. his honour after the Coronation in
1937.

Over the next ten years - and for various reasons - Bathgate Football Club
declined irretrievably. The next major development in Bathgate's football
chronology is the formation of Bathgate Thistle Junior Football Clubin 1936
and with the Mill Park lease now gone, a new ground was found where the
Club plays to this day - Creamery Park located in Hardhill Road.

Bathgate Thistle have made our town proud on many occasions, winning
divisional titles and regional cups such as the St Michael Cup. Their crowning
glory was winning the ultimate Junior Football Club trophy - the Scottish
Junior Cup when they defeated Cumnock Juniors 2-1 at Rugby Park in
Kilmarnock in 2008. As an aside yours truly was there and walking to the
ground was like walking down Hopetoun Street in Bathgate with the amount
of Bathgate Bairns present to cheer our team on!

in senior football. Playing in the 1954 Bathgate Thistle side was Billy Ritchie
(later Rangers goalkeeper), Jimmy Mann (Sunderland), Joe Digham
(Wrexham), Jock Neil (Rangers) and David Ferguson (Coventry City).

Other notables from Bathgate include Alex Mathie (Celtic), Tommy Gibb who
was on the Fairs Cup winning side with Newcastle, William Feerick, James
Cringham and in more recent years Keegan Parker, goalkeeper Rohan
Ferguson and current Exeter City FC defender Jack McMiillan.

As you can see our humble town has arich footballing heritage - | could have
written so much more but | hope you enjoyed this snapshot of football in
Bathgate.
